The center is the eighth school-based health center to open in the Second District. 

The center, which opens to the public in mid-June, will offer a range of services such as immunizations, physicals, lab services, STD/HIV testing, birth control,  vision and hearing testing, nutritional evaluations, mental health care and support services such as health insurance enrollment.

Knowing that thousands of students have limited, inadequate or no regular access to preventative health care, Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors Chairman Mark Ridley-Thomas has championed the establishment of school-based health centers as a model for changing the way healthcare is delivered. 

As an alumni and 1972 senior class president of Manual Arts, Chairman Ridley-Thomas was especially thrilled to inaugurate the center at his alma mater. 

“We must continue to shift toward patient centered, community based settings focused on prevention and wellness,” said Chairman Ridley-Thomas. “It is important to offer accessible care where people live, work and go to school. We know school-based health centers work and we will work toward establishing more.”
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
