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FORMER COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY CEO JOINS SECOND DISTRICT STAFF

Rosenfeld a noted developer before joining the Supervisor’s office, helped guide creation of nearly 1,200 units of affordable housing in the Second District, much of it permanent supportive housing for formerly homeless people and families. He also advocated for the construction of the new hospital at the MLK Medical Center in Willowbrook, the approval of the $2.1 billion contract for the Crenshaw to LAX light rail corridor and stronger regulations for the Inglewood Oil Field. 

Supervisor Ridley-Thomas said he is looking forward to Riccitiello’s contributions and insights into furthering growth and development. He also expressed his appreciation to Rosenfeld for the work and vision he brought to the Second District. 

“Creating economic and housing opportunities is what makes enduring and permanent changes in communities,” he said. “Dave Riccitiello has been doing that for years and it has led to tremendous positive growth in the fabric of our city and county. Rosenfeld moves on to become president of the George Crenshaw Development Co., a nonprofit that will seek to develop and facilitate investment in the South Los Angeles transit corridor.
